HINT.S FROM YOUR.
TRAIL CHAIRMAN

Every month I'll have some hints

in this space that will hopefully

help you improve your work on

the trail obstacles at the next

show by better practice at home.
May 1st Show: Situate your rope
gate so that it opens and closes

on your right as you approach it
perpendicularly, practice opening
and closing the gate using a right
hand push. Practice trotting into

a closed-end chute and then backing
out of it without ticking the logs on
either side. Once your horse gets
something right or makes even a
good attempt, don't keep practicing,
stop on a HIGH note and let him know
you are happy with his performance,
even if that means you have to stop

practicing on a particular obstacle and
go back to something he does well
and then stop. Trail practice is all
about SLOW and deliberate. Keep

in mind, trail is ridden showmanship
with obstacles. Practice the obstacles
and get them down, don't worry
about the pattern. Eventually you will
obtain smooth obstacles with some
degree of speed, the goal in trail! See
you all May 1st.

A Note Regarding Volunteer Time for 2010

As it is a requirement for year-end awards it is also a great opportunity to keep the AHA program
successful. This year the requirement time for year-end awards will still be 3 hours. AHA will also offer
participation awards at the end of the year banquet and this requires 1 hour volunteer time. The way to
achieve this volunteer time is changing a bit this year:
The areas that you can volunteer for are:
